Capacity 
· the amount of liquid within a container
Customary Units of Capacity (United States)

Examples of containers that are measured in each unit

1 gallon – milk jug 

1 quart – tall Gatorade bottle, small water jug

1 pint – a little bigger than a coke can
1 cup – milk carton from cafeteria, small drinking glass, small water bottle, mini gatorade

1 teaspoon – tsp.; sugar packet

1 Tablespoon – Tbsp; used for cooking

Conversion Units

1 gallon = 4 quarts

1 quart = 2 pints

8 pints = 1 gallon

16 cups = 1 gallon

4 cups = 1 quart

8 fl. oz. = 1 cup

16 fl. oz. = 1 pint

32 fl. oz = 1 quart

128 fl. oz. = 1 gallon

1 tsp. = 1/3 Tbsp.

16 Tbsp. = 1 cup
