Found close to the Equator (South America – Amazon, Australia), Southeast Asia, Pacific Islands, West Africa
	Rain, wet, humid, warm/hot, thunderstorms, soggy, fog


	Tropical

	U.S. Areas

All regions – Northeast, Southeast, West, Mid-West, Northwest, Southwest
	Summer – sunny, hot, humid/dry

Winters – cold, snow – wet
	Temperate

	Polar Areas
Alaska, Arctic, Greenland, Antarctica, South/North Pole

	Snow all year round
